National Institute for Digital Learning (NIDL) Celebrates 5th
Birthday

In January, the National Institute for Digital Learning (NIDL)
at Dublin City University (DCU) celebrated its 5th Birthday.
The NIDL was established with a mission to be a world
leader at the forefront of digital models of education to
help transform lives and societies. During a special event
to mark the occasion, DCU’s President, Professor Brian
MacCraith shared his reflections on some the NIDL’s major
achievements over the past 5-years, including €4m
generated from externally funded projects, more than 600
scholarly publications and being selected as the host of
this year’s ICDE World Conference on Online Learning. You
can read more about this event and many of the highlights
over the past 5-years on the NIDL’s blog.

Global Online Learning Accelerator

In January, Dublin City University (DCU) was awarded over
€1.4m under the Government’s new Innovation and
Transformation Projects Fund to establish the Irish Global
Online Learning Accelerator (I-GOLA) initiative. This major
initiative will enable DCU to expand and more fully harness
the potential the open short courses and new credit
earning pathways through innovative digital designs and
online delivery models on a global stage. The Ideas Lab in
DCU’s National Institute for Digital Learning (NIDL) will
manage the project. DCU is also a partner in another major
project being led by the Irish Universities Association (IUA)
that was awarded €2.9m to develop the digital capacity of
staff and students for learning and teaching. Lastly, the
NIDL will also lead a major new European funded project
